«  Place the mounting washers and flanges on the tap bodies; tighten down.

+  Tighten compression nut and olive (11 & 12) on either end of the breech pipe.

«  Place handles on and screw on Indicator nuts (4)

«  Turnon the water supply.

«  Checkfor leaks.
